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PREFACE.

The original design of this work was to preserve in manuscript, a

history of the Fell Family in America, so far as attainable after a lapse of

almost two centuries ; to be accessible to any who might wish to gain

information therefrom. The difficulty of obtaining such history was in-

creasing every year, and much of it was likely to pass into oblivion, if not

collected and written out by some one.

This work has been wholly a labor of love ; and in communicating with

the various branches of our very large and widely scattered family, I have

generally been met with such marked cordiality and kindness, and many

to whom I have applied for information, have contributed so largely, that I

now feel the history is scarcely my own ; and, although incomplete in many

parts, at the earnest solicitation of many relatives, I have consented to its

publication.

At a Reunion of the Fell Family, in Mercer county, Pennsylvania,

Eighth month, i8S8, the history was brought to the notice of the Associ-

ation, and they, at once, volunteered to publish it. At the same place,

Eighth month, 1SS9, the subject again came before the Association and

resulted in the appointment of a committee to have charge of the publica-

tion of the history as soon as it should be made ready for the printer.

But another year had almost passed before the work was finished ;
and at

the Reunion, in Eighth month, 1S90, the care of publication was intrusted

to a new committee, with S. Fell Jones of Belle Vernon, Pa., President;

R. H. Smith, Pittsburgh, Pa., Secretary, and W' illiam Jones, Belle Vernon,

Pa., Treasurer. Their most persevering efforts failed to secure a sufficient

number of subscriptions to bring out the work, but by their generous and

substantial assistance, combined with that of Edward Lawrence Fell, of

the publishing house of Messrs. A. H. Sickler & Co., of Philadelphia Pa.,

who came forward and assumed a part of the responsibilities of publica-

tion, it has been made possible to issue the history.

My grateful acknowledgment and thanks are due to these, and to

many other relatives as well, who have kindly and most unselfishly worked,

and contributed invaluable information to these pages.

The compilation of the work has been without any desire for remuner-

ation further than the satisfaction of having our history preserved, and the

pleasure we hope it may give to kindred everywhere.

The arrangement is by generations, and the names of the children in

one generation, if married and they have children, are carried forward as

parents in the next generation, where they may be readily found by their

corresponding numbers.

The small figures attached to names, as John", indicate the generation to

which the individuals belonir, countinir the earliest immiirrant ancestor as

No. I.

The line of ancestry given at the head of the page is not always

correct as to all the descendants on that page, yet will fri-ijuently be found

an assistance in tracing relationships.

Dates are given in the order of month, day and year, and for economy

of space, numbers are used instead of names for the months.

Abbreviations : b. for born ; d. for died ; bur. for buried ; dau. for

daughter

gr. for grand ; gt. for great ; m. for married ; unm. for unmar-

ried ; I\Io. Mtg. for Monthly Meeting ; Res. for residence ; Tp. for Town-

ship ; Hd. for Hundred ; Co. for County ; C. Co. for Chester County.

The family spelling of proper names has generally been retained,

although differing from the usual spelling.

Irregularity in numbers and the absence of numbers in some records

was occasioned by the information coming in after the manuscript was

numbered and prepared for publication. It was thought best to insert the

records although they could not be numbered.
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EARLY HISTORY.

THE FELLS derive their name from the district of Furness Fells,

—

the general name for High Furness in England. They were one
of the most ancient families in Furness. The Fells of Redman
Hall, had been known to have been there for nineteen gen-

erations. Another family of the same rank, and doubtless the same
antiquity, were the Fells of Hawkswell ; and from the latter Judge Thomas
Fell of Svvarthmoor Hall was descended. While we are not descended from

Judge Thomas Fell, it is generally supposed that our ancestors were of

the same family.

Eliza Fell of Philadelphia, who recently traveled e.xtensively in Europe,

while in England, gave much time, in trying to collect some information

of the ancestry of Joseph Fell, our common ancestor in America. She
met with many families of the name, in the north of England, who received

her cordially, and kindly assisted her in making researches. But the gene-

ral destruction and dispersal of records, which followed the Reformation,

and which the Civil Wars completed, make it extremely difficult to trace

pedigrees.

John Fell of Dane Ghyll Flan Haw, near Furness Abbey, is of the .

same family as the Fells of Swarthmoor Hall. He thinks that we are a

branch of that family, but no certain proof could be found.

At Moor Park, on Solway Firth,—the residence of Richard Brock-

bank, she saw the Records of the Monthly Meeting of Friends, held at

Woodhall in Caldbeck, (which Meedng has long since been laid down).

She examined the records of 1600, of the time of George Fo.x, when so

many of our name joined Friends, and those of the ancestral estate of

Longlands designated. Among them she found a record of our ancestors,

John and Margaret Fell, with the dates of births of five of their children,

and the date of marriage of a sixth child. Also dates of the deaths of John
and Margaret Fell of Longlands. Their eldest son John Fell, born 165-,

lived at Longlands, and also his eldest son, John Fell born 1683, died
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about 1745, probably unmarried, as no mention is made of children, and

the next oldest son, Joseph Fell, born 1686, continued to live at Longlands,

and died there about i 746, leaving a widow and three children.

At Stranthwaite House, not far from Longlands, she met Mr. and Mrs.

Burgess,—the latter formerly Miss Annie R. Fell, daughter of Rev. Rich-

mond Fell, Jr., and grand daughter of Rev. Richmond Fell. She is the pres-

ent owner, by descent, of the Longlands' Estate, and was supposed to be the

last of the family. She expressed herself as glad to find that she was not

the last of the family of Longlands. If Mrs. Burgess would cross the

ocean, she might be surprised to find so large a family descended from that

house in America. From Mrs. Burgess she obtained a copy of the Long-

lands' Coat of Arms.

Longlands,—the ancestral home of Joseph Fell, is about seventeen

miles from Keswick, and the post office is Carlisle. It is a long, solidly

built, two story house, of old red sandstone, which in more modern times,

has been .whitewashed ;—a family home with many rooms, none of which

are large, and all have joist ceilings. The steps of the stairway are also

of red sandstone, a little worn away on the baluster side. The window

frames are small, with small diamond shaped window panes. Over one

of the doorways is a stone bearing this inscription:— I. R. F. i6S'6, suggest-

ing that the house was rebuilt by the eldest son of John and Margaret

Fell, six years after his marriage. A rebuilding it must have been, for

the reason that the estate of Longlands is known to have been owned by

the Fells more than six hundred years. Immediately behind the house are

some very large and \'ery old ^Sycamore trees, thought to have been

planted, "when our fore-elders renovated the place, sometime before

our ancestor came to America." There is also a little spring on the fell

behind the house, which has probably supplied it with water for many cen-

turies. The house is situated on a plateau, quite level, immediately in front,

where there is a public road, and beyond this, a short distance, on a little

eminence, is the barn ; while in the rear of the house the land is more ele-

vated, and rises into the mountain known as LonMands Fell, and more to

the right, about a mile distant, is the renowned Skiddaw mountain.

At first we supposed that all of the name of Fell in America, were

descended from Joseph Fell who came here in 1 705 ; but further research

shows that there are several families, of whom we have certain proof, that

they are not descended from this Joseph Fell or his parents, John and

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Margaret Fell of Longlands,—and further back than this, we have no cer-

tain proof of relationship.

Owen T. Holmes of Loudon county, Virginia, writes, that Edward and

William Fell came from Cumberland, England, to Baltimore, " Fell's

Point," early in the eighteenth century. Their descendants are numerous

in Loudon county, with hosts of relatives in the West.

Thomas and Edward Fell, the former with his wife Lydia Fell, brought

certificates from the Monthly Meeting, of Hartshaw, Lancashire, England,

to Springfield Meeting, Delaware county, Pa., dated 17 14 and 171 7. This

record, probably, refers to the same :

—

" I, 16, 1715-16 sold, to Thomas Fell, All that messuage or Tenement and Plantacon

where ye s** John Cadwallader dwells .... excepting out of these

presents a piece of Ground on ye side of ye King's Road which ye s*" John Cadwallader

allotted for a burying place, and to set a Mtg. House on, for ye use of ye people called

Quakers." (Uwchland Mtg. House).

Thomas Fell was a signer to a petition :

—

"To George the Second, King of Great Britain &c. In Councill : The Petition of the

People call'd Quakers, from their Quarterly Meeting, held at Concord the 12th day of

the third month (May) 1735, comprehending all of the Profession who inhabit within the

Co. of Chester, in the Province of Pa. and the countys of New Castle, Kent & Sussex on the

Delaware, in America. Humbly Sheweth.

"

This Petition was on account of the Boundary line troubles between

Pennsylvania and Maryland.

Many of the descendants of this branch of the Fell Family are in

Delaware county and in Philadelphia.

There is a German family, numbering about two hundred (in 1890),

of the name of Fell, in Trenton, N.
J.

They have a tradition, that two

brothers went from England to Germany in the seventeenth century.

In 1830 four brothers,—Peter, Daniel, John Jacob, and Christian, and

one sister, who died without descendants, came from Bavaria in Germany to

America. The brothers all settled in Trenton, and their descendants are

living in and around that city. They are largely brick-makers. Christian

Fell, who commenced business there in 1856, was at the time of his death,

(1888), the largest press brick manufacturer in the United States.

John R. Fell writes from New Orleans, La., that his father, Peter

Runadell Fell was born in Orange county, New York, was a merchant in

New Orleans for fifty years, and died in 1882. His grandfather, John Fell,
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was a native and resident of Orange county, N. Y . His great grand-

father was Colonel John Fell, of the Revolutionary Army ; and his great-

great-grandfather was Judge John Fell of London, England.

Thomas Fell, President of St. John's College, Annapolis, Md., writes

:

" I only came to this country six years ago (1S83). I was born in Westmoreland, Eng-

land. My great grandfather, grandfather, and father were all named Thomas Fell, it being

the patronymic of the eldest son, and all lived in the neighborhood of Ulverston, and later

in Westmoreland."

The following document explains itself It is a copy of the original, in

the possession of Jane Eliza Fell Hagar, of Toronto, Ontario :

The interior, as seen through the open doorway, shows a furnace door open, which is used for

heating a large boiler of copper. On the top of the stone work stands a measure for corn. In the inside, and leaning against the wall on

the right, stands the door, which is temporarily off its hinges.
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and between it and Doylestown. Here he became a prominent and useful

man in the community, and a valuable member in the Religious Society

of Friends, as appears from the frequency with which his name occurs on

the records of that Meeting-, for thirty years. He was an overseer of the

meeting from 1711 to 17 14, when he became an Elder.

page 30), the land became the property of

his son Titus Fell and his heirs ; and Titus Fell, in his Will, proven Twelfth

month,' 14th, 1772, left it to his son Zenas Fell, who bought other land and

sold parts, and the boundaries and lines are so confused that we have been

unable to identify the e.xact location of the ancestral home.
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The location of the tract of land is plainly shown on a map of a survey

of portions of Buckingham and Solebury Townships in 1703, given by W.
W. H. Davis in his History of Bucks County.

As Zenas Fell, with his family, removed to the vicinity of Niagara

Falls, and settled in Forthill or Pelham, Welland County, Ontario, about

1 790. it is probable that he sold the land in Buckingham about that time.

The tract now contains si.\ or eight farms with constantly changing

boundaries, which continue to be mostly owned by the decendants of our

common ancestor Joseph Fell.

a loving and ffaithful husband until the Lord should by death seperate them ;—and then and

there in the said assembly, she the said Elizabeth Doyle did in like manner openly declare

that she took the said Joseph ffell to be her husband, promising to be unto him a loving and

ffaithful wife, until it should please the Lord by death to separate them.

Moreover the said Joseph ffell and Elizabeth Doyle, she according to the custom of

marriage assuming the name of her husband, as a further confirmation thereof, did then and

there to these presents set their hands; and we whose names are hereunder written being

present among others at the solemnization of the said marriage and subscription in manner

aforsaid as witnesses thereunto have also to these presents set our hands the day and year first

above written.

The following narrative is a copy of the original written by Joseph

Fell, now (1891) in possession of Jutlge D. Newlin Fell, of Philadelphia.

It was found among some old papers in the garret of the house in Bucking-

ham, in which his eldest son had resided and died, and was known by the

hand-writing to have been left by the subscriber thereto. It had lain, un-

noticed, for nearly fifty years.
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A narrative or an account of my birth and transactions of life from a

child to old ao^e. I was born at Loncrlands, in the Parish of Uldale, in the

County of Cumberland in old England. 1 was the youngest of seven

children, 3 sons and 4 daughters. My father's name was John Fell, my
mother's name Margaret Fell. I was born in the year 1668, on the 19th

day of October. My father dyed when I was about 2 years old, and my
mother lived about 20 years a widow. I was put a prentice to one John

Bond, a house carpenter and joyner, living at Wheelbarrow Hill, near Car-

lisle in Cumberland, where I served 4 years, and after that followed my
trade while I stayed in England. When I was in the 30th year of my age,

I marryed Bridget Willson, daughter of lohn and Elizabeth Willson, living

at Granary, in the Parish of Caldbeck in Cumberland, and we had two sons

born in Cumberland, Joseph and Benjamin, and after that we moved to this

countr)'. Took shipping at White Haven in Cumberland, Matthias Gale,

Captain of the shipp. He victualled the shipp at Bellfast in Ireland. We
stayed about a week there, and got sail again ; and after we left sight of

Ireland, in 29 days we came in sight of land near the Capes of Virginia.

And our shipp was called Cumberland, and they cast anchor in the mouth

of Potomeck River, and we went ashore in Virijinia and there we gfot a

shallop to Choptand in Maryland, and from thence to Frenchtown and so to

Newcastle, and then we took boat to Bristol! in this county in i 705. And
we lived one year in the Townshipp of Makefield, where we had a daughter

named Tamar. WHien she was about 7 weeks old we came to Buckingham,

where I now dwell ; and about 2 years after we had another daughter born

named Marj', and when she was 1 1 days old her mother died, and I lived a

widower near 3 years, and then married Elizabeth Doyle, born in this

count)'. Her father was an Irish man, and her mother born in Rhode

Island, near New England ; and we have lived together about 34 years,

and she is about 20 years younger than I. I am now in my "]•] year of my
age and have 1 1 children, 4 by my first wife and 7 by the second, and they

are all yet living. I have had in my mind some years to leave a brief rela-

tion of my birth and transactions of life to my children, being they are like

to be left by me in a strange land. And as to my living in the world, it has

been throu some difiiculty at times by losses and crosses, but nothing has

happened to me but what is common to mankind, for I have lived in what I

call the middle station of life, neither rich nor poor, but by the blessing of

God and my own industry I have not been burdensome to anybody, yet

hoping I have enough to carry me to the grave. And then I desire my
children may follow my example in their \vay of living in the world, and I
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hope they may have a good report among men and enjoy peace, which I

dayly desire for them as well as myself; and so I shall conclude and

earnestly pray that my wife and children may fare well when I am gone.

In 1 700 Falls Quarterly Meeting granted leave to Buckingham Friends

to hold meetings tor worship, which were held alternately at the houses of

William Cooper, John Gillingham, James Streater and Nathaniel Bye. In

1705 James Streater conveyed ten acres, in trust, to build a Meeting House
on, and for a burying ground, with the privilege of roads to get to it. In

1705 a small log Meeting House was commenced on this ground, but it

was not finished until Ninth month, 1708.

When the Monthly Meeting was established here in 1721 a new frame

house was built, which was succeeded in 1731, by a stone house, with a one

story addidon. Thomas Canby was the first clerk. This house was

burned Fourth month, 8th, 1768, during Meeting, and the present house

was built in the winter of 1768-69, at a cost of 736/'. 14s. i^/^d. It is

a fine old-fashioned edifice forty by seventy feet, two stories high, of grit

stone, narrow pointed, with concave plaster cornices at the eaves and

also at the ends. The interior is divided in both stories by a panel parti-

tion, made to slide ; forming two apartments when desired. It is finished in

white cedar, which still retains its lustre.

During the Revoludonary War it was used as a hospital, and several

soldiers are buried in the yard. Some of the old tombstones sdll remain.

On Meeting days the soldiers would put a part of the house in order for

the Friends and many of them attended their Meeting. The two old horse-

blocks remaining at each end of the Meedng House were built 1768.

The part of the burial ground immediately behind the Meeting House,

is full of ancient graves. The remains of many of our ancestors were laid

here. It looks as though

" The dead possessed it wholly
This many a year."

Jesse Fell, born 1751, of Wilkes Barre ; in 181 2, supplemented this

account of his grandfather, Joseph Fell, by the following memorandum :

The eleven children of Joseph Fell are all living in my memory, except Tamar ; and all

had families except Mary. The fifty-one grand children I jiersonally knew, and from Iradi-
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tion and my own knowledge I make the following statement, which I believe to he correct as

far as it goes. (Then follows the names of the children and grand children with their mar-

riages, omitting all dates, and the names of the grand children who died young.)

Done at Wilkes Barre, November 12th, 1812.

Jesse Fell, grandson of Joseph Fell.

The following letters received by Joseph Fell more than forty years

after he came to America, gives us some information of his family remaining

in England. They were written by a daughter and a son-in-law of his

eldest brother, lohn Fell, who succeeded his father at Lonsjlands. These

letters prove that both of Joseph Fell's brothers lived and died in England,

and their children seem to have continued to live there. They give the last

connected account we have of our family in the ancestral home, which is

that Joseph Fell, grandson of John and Margaret Fell, died there in 1 746,

leaving a widow and three children there. His eldest son, John Fell, born

They

crossed the Delaware River near the present locality of Trenton, and leav-

ing the family and stock on the way side, Edmund walked to Falls Meeting,

where he preached to the people, after which he returned to his family, and

they continued their journey. He had previously purchased a tract of land

of Wm. Penn, which was a wilderness of forest, except a very small por-

tion that had been cleared by the Indians, which served for a garden.

Edmund Kinsey was esteemed one of the best mechanics in the country.

He became an approved minister in 171 7.

Three of his children married children of Joseph Fell', and several of

their descendants intermarried.

Joseph Fell and Mary Kinsey resided in Buckingham, and had seven

to the Constitution of Our said Province shall of course exinre, you behaving yourself well so

long in the said office.

In testimony whereof we have caused the Great Seal of Our said Province to be hereunto

affixed.

Witness John Penn, Esq. ; Governor and Commander in Chief of the Provinces aforesaid

and of the Counties of New Castle, Kent, and Sussex on Delaware, at Philadelphia the fifth

day of Octob&r Anno Domini One Thousand Seven Hundred and Seventy-five and the

fifteenth year of our Reign.

Their first home was in Buckingham, and all their children were born there.

Their second home was in Westmoreland Co., Pa., on a hill overlooking

the Monongahela River, about one mile from W(;bster, and four miles from

West Newton.

He was a manufacturer of leather and leather-goods, and when he .saw

Washington's men, barefoot and suffering, as they passed on the march in

December, 1777, he offered his supplies and premises to the General until

all the leather was made up. His grandson, Benjamin P'ell Beazell, deceased

1886, well remembered hearing his mother, Rebecca Fell Beazell, tell of

seeing her father's house filled from cellar to garret with Continental sol-

diers, mending and making shoes for their barefoot comrades at Valley

Forge. For this brave act the British bid a reward of /1500 ($7500) for

his head, and /'500 ($2500) for the head of his son John, and they took

refugre within Washington's lines.

His devotion to the cause of the colonists seems to have conflicted with

the peace principles of the Religious Society of Friends, as about this time

he lost his membership. Jt is said that some years after Friends offered to

reinstate him, providing he would make a statement that he was sorry for the

interest he had taken in the Revolutionary War. He replied that he was

a citizen of this country, that he had done what he conceived to be his duty
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antl it what little he had done had aided us in gaining our independence, he

was proud of it. He afterward joined with the Methodist Church, as did

most of his children.

His noble character. Christian integrity and patriotism seem to still live

in the memory of his descendants.

He was a member of the General Assembly of Pennsylvania in 17S1,

as we learn from the following summons :

About 1786 he with his two nephews, William and Nathan Fell, re-

moved to Westmoreland Co., Pa. A copy of a patent by which he secured

certain lands in Western Pennsylvania, bearing date March 17, 1786, is still

preserved in the family.

He settled on a tract of six hundred acres of land, situated between

the Monongahela and Youghioghenj' Rivers, which he called Fellsburg.

In 1794, when Gen. Washington sent his friend. Gen. Lee, with troops

into ^\'estern Pennsylvania to quell the Whiskey Rebellion, during the par-

ley which preceded the terms of peace. Gen. Lee, w^ith his staff, made their

headquarters in the home of Benjamin Fell.

In the centre of this tract, within half a mile of the old home, stands

" Fells' Church," with the old graveyard surrounding it, in which many of

his descendants are interred, which ground he gave for fhe purpose prior

to 1792. In this year the first building, with a school house, was erected.

It was built of hewn logs, and was one of the first Methodist churches built

beyond the Alleghanies. In 1835 or 1836 this gave place to a large stone

building known all over the United States as Fells' M. E. Church. It

stands a substantial monument to this branch of the Fell family.

In the old structure Benjamin Fell worshiped, being one of its first

members, and in this quiet gravt^yard he lies buried, a modest stone mark-
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ing the place with this inscription :

—"To the memory of Benjamin Fell, a

Patriot and a Christian ; a Friend of Washington and a Friend of God."

When
Gen. Washington and his army were encamped around Buckingham Meet-

ing House, he shod the army horses ; sometimes they shod as many as

sixty a day, and Washington would have no one but Thomas Fell to shoe

his own horse.

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They, at first, lived near Doylestovvn, Pa. In the autumn of 1785

they removed to Wyoming Valley for the purpose of engaging in mercan-

tile pursuits.

Jesse Fell was a man of few words, but those fitly spoken, sensible and

appropriate
;
grave and simple in manners, but when sure he was right, of

inflexible firmness. He was a man of clear mind and spotless integrity,

and won the universal confidence of the community of which he became a

most valuable and leading citizen.

He was a man of unusual capacity for public affairs, as well as for

business generally. Of devoted industry, he relieved the usual labors of

his pen and official duties, by perfecting with his own hands, the neatest,

the earliest, and the most productive garden in the place.

His penmanship was remarkable for its neatness and correctness ; and

that his mind had been early trained, is shown b'y numerous essays written

for various purposes.

He purchased the property at the corner of Washington and North-

umberland streets in Wilkes Barre, 12, 12, 1787, and continued to reside

there as long as he lived. A very small portion of the house is yet (1891)

standing, and is still known as "The Old Fell House."

For a long time it was the sojourning place of the lawyers and

judges upon the circuit, and the rendezvous of many local celebrities. He
became sheriff of Luzerne Co., in 17S9 and held the office two terms. He
laid aside the peace principles of his forefathers, and became prominent in

military affairs, being appointed Lieutenant of the county, by Gov. Thomas
Mifflin in 1792, and also Brigade Inspector in 1793, for the term of seven

years. In 1798, Gov. Mifflin appointed him Associate Judge of Luzerne

county, which posidon he filled with dignity as long as he lived ; a period

of over thirty-two years.

His townsmen of Wilkes Barre were never satisfied unless he held

some office within their gift, and he was nearly always, either in the

Borough Council or Chief Burgess. He was the first president of the

Luzerne Co. Agricultural Society in 18 10,—he was foremost in educational

matters, and was an active member of various schemes for improving the

highways.

He made a successful experiment of burning anthracite coal in a grate.*

He and his nephew, Edward Fell, made an iron grate of his own invention,

and set it in the fire-place of his house February 11, 1808. He invited

several of his neighbors to witness the e.xperiment, but only two came for

* It is thought that Ohver Evans anticipated this discovery in 1803, but it was unknown to Jesse Fell.
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fear of being "hoaxed." He made the following entry on the flyleaf of

his " Treatise on Masonry :

"'^'

Feb. II. of Masonry 580S. Made the experiment of burning the common stone coal of

this valley in a grate, in a common fire-place in my house, and find it will answer the purpose

of fuel, making a clearer and better fire, at less expense, than burning wood in the common
way.

The following is extracted from a newspaper printed August 20, 1830,

in Wilkes Barre, now (1890) in possession of a descendant.

The death of the late Judge Fell having been announced on the 12th inst., the surviving

members of the court of Luzerne Co. (then in session) and the members of the Bar, resolved

to attend the funeral, and also to wear crape on the left arm for thirty days as a further testi-

mony of respect to the deceased. On Friday, the 13th his remains were followed to the grave

by the largest concourse of citizens, perhaps, that ever a.ssembled in the place, on a similar

occasion. His remains were interred according to the solemn and imjiressive form of the

Masonic Institution, agreeably to the request left on record.

The deceased having been engaged in public life for many years, was extensively known

and such were his habits, and kind, conciliatory disposition, as to endear him to his acquaint-

ances, an evidence of whose esteem, was strikingly exhibited in paying the last tribute of

respect to his mortal remains.

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He and his brother Nathan, appear to have accompanied their uncle

Benjamin Fell from Buckingham, Bucks Co., Pa., to what is now Rostraver

Tp., Westmoreland Co., Pa., in 1786. Here his occupation was weaving

in summer, and teaching school in winter. In the autumn of 1796 he and

his son, George W. Fell, went to Mercer Co., Pa., and made selection of 100

acres of land, three and a half miles east of the State line, and returned

home. In the spring of 1797 they went back to Mercer Co., to the land

they had selected, built a log cabin, and commenced a settlement in a

dense, heavy forest, a hundred miles from any white settlement. The
father went home early in July, and left his son George, a boy then thirteen

years old, but who had almost attained his full stature, to continue the set-

tlement. He staid seven weeks, then returned to Westmoreland Co.

William I-"ell took his family to Mercer C(x in the spring of i 79S, and

continued die setdement. George started alone, e.xpecting the family to

follow in about two weeks, but some of them taking sick, diey did not start

for five weeks. All the iood he had was what cornmeal he carried on his

back from Westmoreland Co., and the game he killed. Hearing nothing

from the family, widi a small piece of corn bread, which he had baked in

the ashes, as his supply of food, he started home. When he liad gone

about four miles, he heard of the family coming, and went back.

George W. Fell must have been a boy of wonderful energy, imlom-

itable perseverance, and of great power of entlurance. He was a skilful

hunter, and killed many turkeys, raccoons, deer, bears, etc. A knife

with which he killed three or four bears, single-handed and alone, is in

passession of his son Amos D. Fell, and is a century old this summer,

(1889.)

In the winter of 1798, Wm. P'ell contracted for 100 acres of kuul, for

his son George, one mile away. On this he had to build a house, and live

in it five years, and clear seven acres of it ; then the farm was his own.

When George married in 1806, his father gave him 50 acres more from his

own farm, on which he built a house ; and after his wife's death, in 1820, he

eave him all the farm, with the af^reement that his son should keei) him

while he lived.

Of the hardships, privations and sufferings which they had endured

together, we can have only the faintest conception. All the tools they had

to build their cabins were an axe, a frow, a draw-knile and an auger. They

had no railroads, or any other roads, no mechanics, no mills, no stores

nearer than Pittsburg ; and all their breadstuff had to be brought from

there on horses' backs, for the first two years. They were so surrounded
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by bears, wolves, etc., that they could not keep small live-stock, unless it

was closely housed at night, for several years. William and Agnes Fell

had five children :

In 1786

they removed to what is now Rostraver Tp., Westmoreland Co., Pa., and

in the spring of 1800, they, with eleven children, journeyed north to the

wilderness of Mercer County, which act stamped him as one of those

hardy, sturdy, brave and determined spirits, whose desire for conquest and

colonization has carried the American flag from the eastern to the western

ocean. For this journey he brought into requisition sixteen pack-horses,

this being then the only means of locomotion through the practically un-

broken and trackless wilderness. When the train came to the passage of

Slippery Rock Creek, sixteen miles south of Mercer, they found that

stream swollen to a raging torrent by rains, and the horses, bearing their

burdens of livingf as well as inanimate freitrht, were forced to breast the

stream in order to effect its passage. Cynthia Fell, then a child of but a

few months, was carried in the arms of her elder brother, John, as the

horse they rode swam across. She lived to see that region of country

thrive and become comparatively thickly populated.

He took up a tract of 400 acres of land in what is now Pymatuning

Tp., and built his log cabin near where is now (1891 ) the residence of his

grandson, Aaron Fell, and about three-quarters of a mile from the settle-

ment of his brother William, who had preceded him two years. Here the

two brothers continued to live side by side, Nathan extending his farm

farther and still farther into the wilderness, until he became the owner of

more than 2,000 acres.

He was of a jovial, companionable disposition, and when he rode from

his farm to Mercer, for the purpose of attending court, or to visit his

daughter, Cynthia Fell Yeager, his society was always much sought after

by members of the legal profession and others.

In his will he bequeathed to each of his children 200 acres of land,

excepting to his youngest son Jesse, to whom he left the Homestead with
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400 acres of land, which inchided a dower to his daughter Anne, who was

bHnd from childhood.

Aaron Fell, the youngest living son of Jesse Fell, who was the

youngest son of Nathan Fell, still (1891) occupies the Homestead; and

he and his brother Mahlon, hold the original 400 acres. The other farms

are still in possession of the descendants of Nathan F"ell. They had four-

teen children :

" .Vhraliam Cliaimian was a man of large stature, very iinpresumiiig, and very genial in

his disposition. He was admitted to the bar in Newtown, in 1790, and his ability as a lawyer

rapidly secured for him the confidence of the commimity ; and his legal business in a short

time became larger than that of any other attorney in the county. He was for many years

the father of the Rucks County bar. He practiced in Newtown, and in 1812 went to Doyles-

town with the removal of the county seat, where he continued the practice of the law until

1833, when he entirely relinquished it. While an able advocate and a well-equipped counsel-

lor, his success was chiefly due to his sterling integrity of character, wliich deeply impressed

his fellow-citizens, whether on the jury or in other walks of life.

George B. Fell was a man of remarkably even disposition and of ex-

cellent judgment. These traits of character were strikingly exhibited by a

most thrilling event which occurred Jan. 6, 1841. During a great freshet,

he and his nephew, Henry R. Fell, were crossing Centre Bridge, which

spanned the Delaware River near his home, when suddenly a part of it

gave way. Henry had crossed it, but George lacked about three steps of

safety, and went with the floating part. Although implored by those on

shore to cling to the bridge, with great presence of mind he seized a piece

of roof which had taken an inverted position, and securing two planks he

crossed them upon it, and calmly taking position he went, hatless, on his

perilous sail. The boats here had all been washed away, but friends

and neiijhbors followed on both banks, on foot and on horseback, in the

greatest excitement; the nephew and a friend by the name of Murray going

the whole distance. Leaving their horses where they could not pass with

them, they pushed their way over the wooded hills, and secured other horses

below, the former insisting that he would not leave his uncle.

George had passed the New Hope Bridge and the bridge at Washing-

ton's Crossing, by lying down and clinging to his frail barque, and was

Hearing Yardleyville bridge, against which, piled high, were floating ice and

the debris of the broken bridges above, which had by this time given way,

when a man on the Pennsylvania shore, by the name of Nicholson, who had

just enough "stimulant" to make him daring in the extreme, by the most

desperate persistence, in opposition to all on shore, crossed the bridge,

saying: " I'm going to rescue that man." He seized a boat, they threw
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him oars and he started. In the meantime George had passed the bridge,

as he had passed the others, the water so close to the floor above that a

piece of timber caught his coat ' collar, which yielding, he went safely

through, and that man, with wonderful presence of mind and skill, helped

him into the l)oat, put his own hat on his head, and brought him safely to

shore, the calmest man of the company. He had passed eighteen miles

down the river, amid floatiuij ice, broken bridges, houses, and all the accom-

paniments of a great freshet, unharmed, excepting a severe cold contracted

by exposure, from which his friends thought he never tull)- recovered.

"The Schofield Normal and Industrial School," at Aiken, S. C, and

the work done in it, will stand as an enduring monument to the noble

Christian effort to which Martha Schofield is devoting her life. A
few years after the Civil War, 1 861-1865, she went South and took charge

of a small school at Aiken for educating the colored people. Under her
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skilful management and patient, unwearied, faithful effort from year to year,

with the aid of Friends in the North, the school has gradually increased in

size and efficiency. A property has been collected valued at $20,000, with

a tract of 281 acres of well-wooded and well-watered land, four miles from

town. They enroll annually between 300 and 400 pupils of both

se.xes ; about fifty board in the building. These generally come from far

back in the state. A large number of the students, educated as teachers,

have gone out from the school and taken positions, and have been doing

e.\cellent service for several years. In the Industrial Department, printing,

carpentry, sewing, etc., are taught, and young men and women have the op-

portunity to become skilled workers in various departments of labor.

Probably no man
in Bucks county was more widely known, or so generally respected as

Joseph Fell, for but few have lived so long and so well. He was among
the oldest—possibly the oldest teacher in the county, and long pursued

this honorable calling, and with marked success. Many persons, long

since grown to manhood and to womanhood, still gratefully recall the in-
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tellectual awakening they received while under his care. His dis-

position was genial and cheerful, calculated to attach him warmly to his

pupils, whose good opinion and companionship he thoroughly enjoyed. He
was prominent in the profession long before the common school system

went into operation, and was one of the earliest active supporters of this

educational reform in Pennsylvania. In 1837 he was elected to the State

Legislature, where he was very active in aiding the passage of the Common
School Law of Pennsylvania. In 1854 he was elected the first superinten-

dent of schools in Bucks county, and did much to popularize the new office.

In 1855 he held the first county Teachers' Insdtute. He declined re-election

in 1857. After his service as County Superintendent he retired to his farm,

and devoted himself to quiet pursuits, but kept up his interest in educational

matters, and was a frequent and always a warmly welcomed visitor at Insti-

tutes as long as his health permitted. He was a life-long member of the

Religious Society of Friends, and was always actively interested in the

affairs of his meeting, as well as in those of his township, county and state.

In the anti-Slavery agitation he was a fearless, active, and outspoken

friend of the colored man, and helped the cause by both tongue and pen ;

gladly bearing the odium of popular opinion placed on Abolitionists. His

place was one of the stations of the Underground Railroad and he aided in

the escape of many slaves.

The later years of his life were spent in intellectual pursuits, although

he always kept in touch with important public movements of the country,

manifesting a' keen interest, and forming a careful judgment, as is shown by

his frequent contributions to the public press. He possessed the power of

combining logical argument and concise statements with keen irony. He
was a man ^f decided convictions, and although tolerant of the opinions

of others, was always brave, unyielding, and aggressive in the advocacy of

what he believed to be right.

He was greatly interested in acquiring a knowledge of his ancestors

and their descendants, and was an authority in anything pertaining thereto,

and had a special fondness for collecting ancient documents connected with

the history of the family. From the result of his researches he contributed

liberally to this history.

A friend who had known him long and well writes of him :
" He was

one whose life was so even and well regulated that he seemed to others

never to grow old. Of strong and decided opinions, yet of unwavering

courtesy ; of sterling principles, but of the purest charity ; of solid erudition,

yet devoid of pedantry ; of high intelligence, yet of the most modest bear-
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ing : he was content to tread the pathway of hfe unaspiring after distinc-

tion, busy with duties and employments useful to his friends and associates."

To strong common sense and a lively imagination he added, by much reading and

reflection, observation and experience, a large fund of useful and interesting information,

which rendered him a most valuable and agreeable companion.

Those amongst us advanced in life, looked upon him as an elder and favorite brother,

and our youth regarded him as one to whom was due that pure and holy veneration we feel

for an aged and exemplary father.

" He was born in New Garden, Chester Co., Pa.—a neighborhood

largely composed of the Religious Society of Friends, of which his parents

were members. Under this influence, and amid the simplicity of a countr)'

life, he grew to manhood, and the influence of this early training was mani-

fest throughout his after life. He attended the Academy of Joshua Hoopes
in West Chester, Pa., and afterward studied law and was admitted to the

l>ar in 1830. In 1832 he opened a law office in the budding village of

Bloomington, 111., and his name is imperishably associated with the growth

of that city. Perhaps one of the greatest triumphs of his life, was the

effort which he made in 1857 to locate at North Bloomington (since Nor-

mal), the State Normal University, a movement which was organized and

engineered by him, and pushed to a successful issue by his gigantic energy

and indomitable industry. In 1867 a vigorous effort to obtain the Soldiers'

Orphans' Home was successful, he contributing to this object $10,000 of

the $50,000 that were given. He, this year, stamped his temperance prin-

ciples indelibly upon the town, by procuring the amendment of its charter

so as to perpetually restrain the town authorities from licensing the sale of

liquor.

He was the intimate friend and advisor of Abraham Lincoln and David

Davis, and greatly respected and beloved by both of these statesmen. He
was a Herculean and efficient worker for the promotion of Abraham Lin-

coln, but always gave Judge Davis the credit of able leadership. Although

often and strongly solicited to be a candidate for honorable political

positions, he steadfastly declined. For years he was regarded as the War-
wick of Central Illinois politics, and did as much, certainly, as any one man
to build up the Republican party in this country.

In a general retrospect of his character, his intense energy claims the

foremost place. He was an animated steam engine of vast ability and tire-

less industry, daunted by no obstacle, and rarely unsuccessful. He was a

born leader ; skilful to plan, to organize, to enlist aid and sympathy, to per-

suade and convince, to subdue opposition, and to inspire others with his own
zeal. He was a born advocate, skilful to advance the best points of his own
cause, yet fair and honest to opponents, and cautious even in bitterest com-

bat. He was earnest in private business, and in the pursuit of wealth, not

for its own sake, but for the good it might do ; for his tastes were simple

and unostentatious, and he did not desire to leave a large fortune to his

family. But he scorned trickery and misrepresentation, and was honest in

business as elsewhere. Kindness was his unfailing characteristic ; he was

constant in helping others, and ever courteous and sympathetic in his inter-

course with all.

No better or truer summing up of his virtues can be made than that

of his old friend and coadjutor, the late General Gridley, who said :
" He •

is a man of indomitable will, thorough business qualifications, fine intellect,

worthy of any trust, whom I have known now forty years, and know him

intimately ; and he stands without a blemish or blot on his character as a

citizen and friend." Although strongly inclined to the religious instruction

of his early life, increasingly so in his late years, being removed from

Friends, he joined with the Methodist Church, and in this he took no luke-
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warm part. In 1859, having- become inclined to what he thought a faith of

greater Hberality, he was largely instrumental in bringing to Bloomington,

Rev. Charles G. Ames, and in organizing a Unitarian Church, of which he

continued to his death a prominent pillar.

The later years of his life were spent in his beautiful home at Normal,

near to the lovely park of his creation, and surrounded by the thousands

of trees and the flourishing institutions of his planting, and by a community
which honored and loved him for his great ability and goodness of heart

;

and among these his life drew to its peaceful close at the ripe age of

seventy-eight years.

His boyhood was spent on his father's farm in Chester Co., attending

school three months each year until he was se\-enteen, when he became a

student in the boarding school of Jonathan Cause, in Chester Co., where

he continued six months, and afterward repaid the debt and earned means

to go "West" by teaching school.

In the spring of 1836 he emigrated to Bloomington, 111., and his long

life has been closely identified with the growth of that town. He had a

desire to study law, but was hesitating as to the sufficiency of his education,

when he had occasion to go to Springfield, and was introduced to Abraham
Lincoln, then a law student in that town. He found that Abraham Lin-

coln's foundation for the profession, in the way of general education, was

inferior to his own, and the result of the interview with his new friend, was

to encourage him to begin his legal studies. Meanwhile he served nearly

two years as clerk in the adjoining county of Ue Witt, and a short time as

deput}' under Gen. Covel, Circuit Clerk of McLean Co., at Bloomington.

He was admitted to the Bar in Springfield in the Winter of 1840-41. As a

lawyer he was sound, able and careful. He was accustomed always to

make an earnest effort for a fair and honest settlement before taking the

case into court. By that course he sometimes gained the opposite party

as his subsequent clients. He continued the practice of law till 1856.

He was a close friend and warm admirer of Abraham Lincoln from

their earliest acquaintance, and was probably the first man to seriously

sucforest makine him a candidate for President of the L^nited States. Al-

though occasionally active in politics, he was never a candidate or a seeker
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for office. He has held some positions, chiefly such as impHed much work
and small pay, or none. For several years he was a member of the Board
of Education of Bloomington, ami his sense of his own deficiencies and
difficulties in youth, helped to make him active and efficient, as he was, in

behalf of the education of the younger generation.

For several years he was much engaged in real estate business, and
in heavy commercial enterprises in Bloomington and New York, and made
a large fortune in early times.

In private life and in his domestic relations, he has always been excep-

tionally happy and attractive, and few men in the community are so univer-

sally respected. He and his wife are now (1891) enjoying their declinincr

years at their pleasant home in Normal.

" The elevation reached by Henry Chapman, both as advocate and

judge, was deservedly high. Amongst many essential qualifications, na-

tural and acquired, was that sublime bestowment of the Maker, a truly

well-balanced mind Study, education, and the faculty of

mental concentration made him a safe counsellor and successful advocate.

His classical acquirements and fine literary taste lent a gloss to his oratory

exceedingly attractive. I feel fully justified in asserting that Henry Chap-

man was the strongest man before a jury I have ever known in a long life-

time. He had argument, denunciation, pathos, intensity and that unflag-

ging earnestness that must triumph in the end. . ; . . In Judge
Chapman we find the happy mingling of scientific, literary, agricultural

and professional pursuits. He had an eye for the perfection of nature

—

an ear for the melody of birds. He was always a great reader. Aside

from Blackstone and Purdon, the English classics were not overlooked.

He found in the immortal Bard of Avon a chord attuned in sympathy with

his own nature. It inspired and beautified his forensic displays and illu-

minated the products of his pen. It is well to be an able lawyer and an

upright judge. It enhances the merits of both to find in Shakespeare and

Walter Scott the fountains of inspiration."

He retired from public life, and enjoyed his declining years, in his

quiet, beautiful home, which overlooks the busy town, where, although

beyond four score years, he employed his leisure hours in literary pursuits.

untiring and faithful in all he undertook, working in the Master's cause,

teaching gos{)cl truths with an earnest desire that good seed might be sown

in the hearts of all.

A kind and affectionate husband, a loving father, and a faithful friend,

doing, as far as he had ability, all he could to alleviate the sufferings of

others ; a friend of children, untiring in his efforts for their pleasure, when

it led in the right course. In the social circle his influence was good, genial

and pleasant, with a guarded care in conversation, to offend none. But his

life work is over ; the Father has called him to come up higher ; the pearl

gates have been opened, and he made to behold the glories of heaven.

They had five children—three of them with the mother continue to

reside on the farm ; the eldest son is in Omaha, Nebraska.

He was a larg-e, handsome man, and had the benefit of a coUeg-e edu-

cation. While a young man, he went to Buffalo, N. Y., and was for many
years a member of the police force of that city. About this time he joined

with the Methodist Church. In it he became a minister, and an earnest,

faithful worker until his death, which occurred as he was returning home
from a Watch-meeting, in Salamanca, N. Y., on New Year's Eve of 1881.

On the way, he had to drive down a hill, at the foot of which was a railroad,

and along it he had to pass a short distance. Not knowing the train was

approaching until he reached the foot of the hill—and as he could not turn

around, the only hope of safety seemed to be in attempting to cross—in

doing which, the sleigh was caught by the engine, and he received a stroke

(24)
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on the back of his head that rendered him unconscious, and death ensued

in about half an hour.

He seems to have had a premonition of the cliange, as he had remarked

to his congregation that he did not think he would be much longer with

them, and exhorted them to faithfulness.

The narrow escapes which he had previously passed with his life are

thus noted in an article written by himself in the Earnest Christian:

"Three times I met with narrow escapes from death, once by fire, once

by falling from a tree, and once by falling from a horse going at a rapid

rate, with my foot in the stirrup."

His character, in college, was to return kindness for unkindness, and

thus win friends, and as policeman to reconcile opposing parties to each

other.

Admitted to the Bar in 1 851, he began his professional

career in the borough and county of Mercer, and by that unflagging indus-

try which characterized his whole life, he soon became one of the recog-

nized leaders of that Bar. In 1866 he was elected President Judge of the

district, then composed of the counties of Venango and Mercer. He
shortly after chose Franklin as his residence. In 1876 he was elected to

preside over the Courts of Venango county, then a separate judicial dis-

trict. In 1877 he was elected a Judge of the Supreme Court of Pennsyl-

vania, and died with the robes of office upon him.

Judge Trunkey was a director of Princeton Theological Seminary for

several years, and continued a director until the time of his death.

His advancement was not the result of self-seeking, but of apprecia-

tion of his merits by those who knew him well, and had the good of the

public service at heart. " His life was a living epistle, read of men. His

ofreatness was of the endurincr sort. He was full of ' the charities that

soothe and heal and bless.' His life, his affections, his means, were largely

expended tor the good of his fellow-men. His kindnesses were not for

the favored few. That affluence of the heart, that rich and aboundino-

store of good will and good deed, embraced all within the compass of his

daily walks. His kindness and courtesy knew no distinction of persons in

daily life, even as his justice knew no distinctions on the Bench.

While deeply appreciative of approbation, and gratefully mindful of

the friends who would exhalt him to the high places, which they knew him

to be fitted to fill, he did not hold the perishable honors of public life in

undue estimation.

True, he was at home in the drawinsf-room or the levee, a digrnified

and easy figure in any pageant or presence, a charming guest in any com-

pany ; but with the simplicity of a grand nature, he found his greatest

enjoyment in the quiet ways of social life, among neighbors and friends,

and in his own home,—that home the haunt of peace and contentment,

of kindly manners and charming intercourse,—an overflowing fountain of

hospitality.

With the exacting cares of judicial life weighing upon him ; with a volu-

minous correspondence ; with heavy tasks of study and research ; he yet

kept abreast of current literature and events ; entertained all guests ; filled

all social engagfements ; seldom missed the sermon, the Sundav-school or

prayer-meeting
;
performed his full share in the temporal affairs of the

church, and made welcome visits to very many homes, and yet with all

these duties, he seemed never behind, and never in any special haste.
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He Strove for the purest thoug-ht, the truest speech, the sincerest action.

He dealt justly, loved mercy, and walked humbly with his God. Surely his

life was a success, and a happy one. He may be counted happy too in his

death. It came in the fullness of his mental vigor, before his clear sight

was darkened, or his natural force abated.

June, 1887, Judge Trunkey sought health and recreation by a voyage

to Europe. He underwent treatment in England for a catarrhal affection,

which seemed to yield to the skill of the physician. In the winter he

visited Italy, and in the spring returned to London, where, on the 17th of

June, he was taken with an illness which developed into inflammatory fever,

and on June 24th, 1888, in full consciousness, his spirit quietly passed away.

His body was brought to his home, and laid in the Franklin ceme-

tery, with appropriate services in the First Presbyterian Church, of which

he was a consistent member and an honored elder.

His funeral was the largest in the history of Franklin, and such was

the spontaneous feeling of respect for his memory, that not a single place

of business was open within the limits of the city."

His widow continues to reside in Franklin, in accordance with the ex-

pressed wish of her husband, that she should resume life among the old

friends.
