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EDITOR'S PREF ACE. 

IT does not fall in my province other th:m to describe the 
arrangement of the genenlogy which is, in its main features, 
that adopted by the Essex Institute in Salem ; but modified 
somewhat to meet the exigences of the occasion. 

Each name of a head of a family is preceded by his gen­
eration mark, an antique Roman numeral, followed by his 
in<lividmtl number, by means of which his pluce in a formet· 
generation is readily found. The mimes in italics, enclosed 
within parentheses, show the line of descent from the first 
of the name. 

The names of children are placed in brevier type and the 
families of daughters are usually brought in immediately suc­
ceeding the elute of theit· birth, death uncl marriage. In some 
few cases where intermarriages have taken place, or where the 
persons marl'ied were of more than usual prominence, even 
though not having Osgood ancestry, it has been thought best 
to treat_ the daughters the same as mule heads of families. 

The heavy antique-faced numerals in the lists of children 
indicate that in the next genemtion, in the proper sequence, 
further information will be found. 

The descendants of John, Christopher and William Osgood 
are treated as three separate families ; the arl'angement, how­
ever, being the same. 

I have attempted, in the earlier generations, to add some 
facts concerning the parentage und ancestry of the noble 
women whose blood flows in the veins of the later genera­
tions, and with some measm·e of success.

INTRODUCTION. 

WITH an enrnest desit-e for the publication of an O.:~ood 
memori:tl, l\fr. Isaac F. Osgood of :North Andover, l\Iass., 
in the year 1888, seut invitations far and near for a family 
.reunion, to be held on the sixth of June; on that morn;:1g 
about eighty of the family g11.thered in that old historic town, 
1rn<l a cordial invitation, which was gladly accepted, wns ex­
tended the pnrty to hecome the gue&ts of Hon. nnd Mrs. 
Moses T. Stevens ( Charlotte Osgood) at their beautiful 
residence on "Osgood Hill." 

The exercises of the dny were as follows: Hon. Geo. B. 
Loring was elected president, and Mt·. Isaac F. Osgood, 
secretary for the dny. 

Dr. Loring delivered an able nnd interesting address on 
the Andover Osgoods, and their connection with the growth 
of the town. 

Mrs. Isaac F. Osgood selected the hymn, "Rememurnnce 
of our Fathers," to be sung. 

Prof. Howard Osgood followed with the result or his in­
vestigations into the derivtition of the name of Os~ood. 

Mr • .Alfred Osgood described in an interesting w:1y the 
heruldic honors grunted by James I of England, to Benjamin 
0,-good of Loudon, who was doubtless one ot our ancestors, 
nlthough we have not been able to trace the lines betW',?Cn 
him nnd the three immigl'llnts. 

Mrs. A. H. Ed"dy, a granddaughter of Samuel Osgood, 
the first Postmaster Geneml, then offered the following hymn, 
which ull joined in singing to the tune of "Aukl Lang Syne." 
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0 dear old hills of Andover I 
Beloved from childhood's day, 
Where nestle still the lovely homes 
Of dear ones passed away. 

Your children gather from afar 
To clasp each other's hauds, 
Warm with the same ancestral blood 
They brought from other lands. 

What memories gather round this spot, 
Of all the great and good, 
Who walked these woodland paths of yore, 
.And for the right have stood I 

Their spirits haunt your shadowed nooks, 
They meet with us to-day, 
.And welcome give and blessing leave 
To cheer us on our way. 

Short speeches by several of the family were succeeded hy 
an announcement from the secretary that a memorial of the . 
family, which the late Ira Osgood of ,Loudon, N. H., had 
spent the best part of his life in writing, could be purchased, 
and it was voted to purchase and place it in the hands of 
Hon. George B. Loring, Isaac F., Alfred and Howard L. 
Osgood, as a committee of publication. Nearly nll present 
agreed to take copies of the book when completed. 

The meeting closed with sincet·e thanks to the host and 
hostess for the conveyances furi1ished to interesting points 
during the day, for the bountiful collation, and for many acts· 
of kindness which made the day one never to be forgotten by 
those pt·esent. · 

The work of the committee of publication is briefly stated 
as follows: 

Mr. Isaac F. Osgood by earnest solicitation ~ecured the 
necessary four hundred dollars to purchase the manuscript, 
which was received from the family of Ira Osgood and placed 
by Dr. Loring in the bands of an expert for conversion into 
printers' copy. This proved to be a more expensive and 
time-consuming operation than was at first unticipnted. While 
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this work wns going on, Dr. Loring wns cnll~d to his final 
rest. (His brother, John A. Loring, Esq., has since kin<lly 
furnished assist::mce at various times to complete the work.) 
At the request of the committee, the printers' copy was then 
taken in charge by the wt·iter, a son of Alfred Oi-good ( one 
of the committee), and the work of securing subscriptions 
sufficient to cover expense of publication was undertaken. 
This has proved a slow and almost unsuccessful tusk, but at 
last. it is accomplished. 

To detail the many and vexntious delays in completing the 
work would be neither profitable nor pleasant reading, hut 
let us all be thankful at last to get our copies, as several pre­
vious attempts !o publish have failed. 

At the urgent request of many of the family, I have ad<led 
a large amount of recent material, which has been voluntarily 
Fent me, an<l trust that the reader will be lenient in criticism 
both as regards the compile1·'s work and my own.

DESCRIPTIO~ OF THE CO.-\. T OF AR~IS. 

IN a book entitled "Guillim's Complete System of Heraldry," 
in all its parts, published 1728, may be found the descrip­
tion of the "Coat of Arms," ns shown in the frontispiece, 
which reads thus: Benjamin Osgood, Esq., one of the cap­
tains of the Blue Regiments of trained bands in the city of 
London, bears : Argent, three garbs, in a double tressure, 
flory counter-flory, Gules ; on a helmet suitable to the de­
gree of an esquire, mantled gules, doubled Argent, a torce 
Argent and gules, thereon a Demi Lion rampant proper, 
supporting a garb gules. 

It is further stated in the aforesaid book that these "nrms" 
were granted to Benjamin, by King James Stuart, First, of 
England und Scotland, as a coat of augmentation and conces­
sion, as displayed in the border (fl.ory, counter-flory), being 
a part of the Arms of Scotland, which concession was only 
given in cases of military merit. 

This episode in the Osgood family, it appears to the writer, 
is as worthy of commemoration as any event recorded in this 
memorial and is given for thut reason.

THE DERIVATION OF THE NA:\IE OF OSGOOD. 

BY ROW ARD L. OSGOOD, ESQ. 

THE name "Osgood" is of Saxon or Norse or1gm and in 
derivation may perhnps be compared with Osbert, Osmund, 
etc., the syllahle "08" meaning, in Anglo Saxon, "God," e.g., 
Osbert, as handsome as a god. The last syllable I am not 
sure of, unless it may mean what it does now, and the whole 
name signify, as good as a god ; it mny be "Ostgod," good 
host. The name was not an uncommon one before the Nor­
man Conquest; e." g., it is said that "Hardicanute died as he 
stood at his drink in the house of Osgod Clapa at Lumbeth," 
at a murringe feast there in 1042. ( Green, Shorter History 
of the English People, p. !:.17.) "Two Saxon monks, Osgod 
and Alrik, deputed by the abbot of Waltham, demanded and 
obtained permission to transport the remains of thek bene­
factor (Harold) to their church," after the battle of Hastings 
in which Willinm the Conqueror obtnined his decisive victory 
in 1066. (Thierry's Norman Conquest, I, 178, Bohn's Ed.) 
The name is found in severnl forms : Osgod, Osgot, lntin­
ized Osgotus, Osegod. Ossgood and Osgood. A number of 
Osgoo<ls are mentioned in Domesday Book as holding lands 
in a number of counties, and in Wiltshire, Osgot was a "tenant 
in cnpite," that is, he held his lands direct from the King and 
was probably a person of some consequence. 

From this time on, the family is found mostly in Hnmp­
shire and Wiltshire. In 1:295 Robertus Osegod was returned 
a burgess from Chippenham in Wilts. 

Mr. Osgood Field has also communicated to me the follo,v­
ing additional information : "The Osgoods for a century or 
two before the emigration bf John Osgood belonged to the 

(xi) 
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yeomnnry (i. e., farmers), a class which has hcen cn11ed 'the 
backbone of Englan<l,' but it is one which <lid not make much 
noise in the ,yol'id and the history an<l deeds of its individual 
members are not often recorded in the annals of the time. I 
have found a few early notices of the family, which do not 
nppear in my contributions to the magazine. The Osgot of 
,vntsbire, who is mentioned in Domesday as a 'tennnt in 
c:ipite,' is named as one of the 'King's Thanes.' ( Among the 
Anglo-S:ixons, this word means a. person of dignity, a grent 
lauded proprietor.) Tbe following is the reference to him, 
'O,,:got tenet dimidinm bidam in Scal<leburne,' etc. He was 

·probably one of the Saxons who made his peace with the Con­
queror and was confirmed in bis possessions. Q:;,god, one of 
the monks of Waltham Abbey, assisted in finding the body 
of Harold, after the battle of Hastings. The 'Domesdny of 
St. Pan!,' in 1222, published by Camden Society, under the 
head of Drnyton, mentions Osgod ' nepos',' who bad house 
and Janus there and Walter Osegod, who formerly was a ten­
ant at Drayton. ,vmiam Osegod, vicar of Bromy:ml, re­
signed that living the day after Michaelmas 1287. The 
• Rotuli Hundredontm,' temp. Edwn1·d I, names John Osego<l 
of Essex, William Osegod of Glostershire, Gill>e1·t Osegot of 
Canterbury, John Osegot of Norfolk. • • • • From 
the frequency of the nnme at the time of the Conquest, when 
names were not hereditary, I inferred tbnt the word bud some 
menning and wrote to Prnfessor Ske1tt, our greatest authority 

. on such a question, enquiring if this were so. I enclose an 
extract from his lette1· in reply. • • • Professor Skeat 
writes: 'My difficulty is rather with the ·latter than the 
former part- of the word, as will nppear (pronounced as os 
in host). The prefix Os menns divine. It is Anglo S:rxon. 
The Norse or Icelandic form is As (pronounced exactly as 
lwuse, if the It be omitted). It is not very common in Anglo 
Saxon except in the names O:miund, divine protection, or 
divine protector; Oswald, divine power; Osurg (Os,vy), 
divine war; Oslaf, divine relic; hut the corresponding Ice­
luudic As is very common in the sense of a "god." The plural 
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w:is .£.~fr _(pronounced nenrly as eye-sel'e), which wa~ the 
common name for ''the gods," i. e., "Woden, Thor, etc. "·hen 
used alone it means Thor. These divinities cl welt in A~gnrd, 
the divine yard or enclosure. You will find this in nlmost 
:my encyclopredia thut gives an account of the "Edda," or of 
Northern Mythology. See, for example, resir in glossary to 
Bohn's edition of Ma11ett's Northern Antiquities, or see as 
in Cleasby & Vigfursou's Icelandic Dictionary. The long a 

· or o is due to loss of n. The full form is ans, which occurs 
in proper names in old High German; thus, .Ansl1elm, divine 
helmet or protection, not impl'Ob:ibly the same as our Anselm ; 
only if so, then the name Anselm was a Norman importation 
from the Franks, and not an Anglo Saxon name. The Anglo 
Saxon name would be Osltelm, but I never saw it. As it 
8tnnds, · Osgod (modem Osgood) can only menn "divinely 
good ;" but I um not so sure that is right. The second part of 
snch names ought to be a substantive. If you drop the sec­
ond accent, it becomes Osgod, divinely god, which is tautol­
ogy, and would not give the modern good. It seems t.o me 
most likely that Osgod was not a real Anglo Saxon name, 
but an Anglo Saxon atlaptntion of the Norse name ARgautr 
( in which the,. merely marks the nominative case) and which 
would be latinized ns Osgottts, the very form which you cite. 
Taking it then to be the Icelandic .Asgauti-, unluckily the 
~cnse of that word is not well known. Gaulr is (in the 
Edda) a poetical name for Odin ( our \Voden) ; it seems to 
mean "father." This brings me to "tlivine father," or "divine 
hero," either of which will do; and they come to much the 

. same thing. 
Another theory mnkcs gautr, keeper, wnrden, from Ice­

landic goeta, to keep guard. This gives "divine warden;" 
110t much removed from the foregoing. ·when we put Osgod 
nnd Osgot side by side, we know, as a matter of course, that 
the form ending in t is the original and that ending in d the 
later; this is safe inference when such parallel forms occur 
in the same lnngunge; or in lnngunges related in the wuy iu 
which Auglu Saxon nnd Icelandic are.'" ·

I. John Osgood of Andover, Essex County, Massachu­
setts, was born in the parish of Wherwell, Hampshire, EHg­
lnnd, 23 July, 1595; died in Andover, 24 October, 1651. 
He man-ied in England, about 1627, Surah, who died 8 April, 
1667.

J oHN 011,aooD upon his arrival in New England, which was 
undoubtedly in 1638, sojourned at Ipswich but shortly after 
chose Newbury as the place of his residence. There he re­
mained until his removal and settlement at Andover which 
occurred in or just previous to 1645. That he had early de­
termined to remove from ~wbury, which in the view of the 
inhabitants, was already overcrowded, is shown by the fact

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that he was one of the petitioners for, and chairman of the 
committee to ohtain a settlemt>nt at "Wiunacunnet, now Hamp­
ton, N. H. This was in 1638. 

In September, 1644, an altemptwasmadeto form a church 
at Andover the meeting being hel<l ut Rowley, as there were 
not sufficient accommodntions at Andover, but on account of 
a technicality the organization was not effected until 24 Octo­
ber, 1645. The names of the first ten members, freeholders 
(as requirt'd by law to constitute a church), were, Mr. John 
·woodbridge,1 tencher, John o~good, Robert Bamnrd, ,Tobu 
Frye, Nicholas Holt, .Rich»rd Bttrker, Jose.ph Parker, Nathan 

· Purker, Riclrnrd Blake, Edm~u<l Faulkner; gh·en in the or­
der of their siguiu~. 

23 Nov. 1650. John O~goo<l, Senior of .Andover sells to 
George Little of Newbury, 1111 his rights in the pa:;turuge be­
longing to a house he owued there nnd which he had formerly 
sokl to John Pike of Newbury. This deed was not put 011 

record until 28 Jan., 1701. 
In 1651, Andover sent its nr8t representative to the Gen­

ernl Court in the per:;on o( John Q ... good. His sickness and 
death pl'evented his attending uuy but the l\1uy sel,ltiion. 

Evidently he was a man utieful to the community aud hon~ 
ored by hi1:1 townsmen. 

From the investigations in Englund con<lucted by 08good 
Field, Esq., the 1·esults of which, as fut· as they relute to the 
American families, he published in the New England Hii,tori­
clll and Genealogical Register fot· 1866, the following brief 
account of the ancestry of John O::igood is taken. Mr. Field 
found the name established in several counties at the time of 
the Domesday survey (1086) particularly in Wiltshire and 
Hampshire. In the year 1295, Robertus o~gooc.l was re­
turned a burgess fot· Chippenham. 

At the Registry at Winchester, the following nnmes of per­
sons whose est.ates were there settled uppeat· 011 the cnlendai·, 
which dates from 1530 •.

Mr. Field says "probably Petet· Oagood of Nether ,vullop, 
who was assessed in 1522, a~tl whose will wns prove<l in 1534, 
was the father or gr11ndfitther, of Peter O;;good, whose will, 
date<l 10 January, 1585-6, was proved 21 February, of the 
same year." He was buried 26 January, 1585-6.

The 
wi<low wns hurie<l 30 July, 1598. . 

Rohert Osgood, the s,111 of Peter ahorn, was o(Wherwell, 
a parish adjoining the Wnllops. His will <lated 25 Augu~t, 
was proved li November, 1630 .. In this iustrument he i-tyles 
11imself of Cottingwoi-th, in the pari:;h of Whenvell. Cotting-
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worth is a large farm of about 360 acres and formerly belonged 
to the O""goods, and tba house, their ancient residence, was 
standing in 1866. 

Robert Osgood mentions in his will, wife Joan, youngest 
daughter Dorcas, unmarried, daughter Mary, son Robert. 
To Edward Abbott and Elizabeth, wife of John Bartlett, such 
substantial gifts as to give reason for the belief that Abbott 
and Bartlett were sons-in-law. The Abbotts were afterward 
a prominent and numerous family of Andover, Mass. His sou 
Stephen Osgood, to be executor Among the list of dehtors 
is a John O::;good, doubtless 11 son, and who bad previously 
bttd bis portion of the estate. 

The earliest parish registor of Wberwell dates f1'om 1634. 
On November 14, 1636, the baptism of Elizabeth, daughter of 
John and Sttrah Osgood, is recorded. But the name Osgood 
does not again appear ou the vYherwell register for above fifty 
years. 

The John Osgoods above mentioned are doubtless the same 
person and the following letter in all probabilities refers to 
bis business. 

"ln her Mnjesty's State paper office is the following docu­
ment, written by Dr. Stanley, who was nt that time heatl mas­
ter of the iumous school at Winchester." 

'Noble Sir 
I am earnestly solicited by John Osgood, "to write unto you again 

about this intended journey to New England, that ;he may 'have the 
liberty to goe. I told Him I had written the last weeke, but that 
could not satisfy Him becnuse He could not be sure that Letterwas 
Delivered or that the way would be open to him" I desire you, 
therefore, that you would be pleased, if you have not done it al­
ready, to take order that He may passe as He intended; because I 
would by noe means hinder him in·his journey though it may be 
He could be his best friend that should doe it. I take my leave 
aud rest. 

Your Servant to dispose of 
Edward Manley' 
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'March 23 d. 1637. I 
'Your sonne is very well. 

Ye bearer of this letter will, as I am told, pay any monys, that 
shall be due in His business' 

'Superscribed 
" To my Honourable friend 

Mr. Nicholas2 one of. ye clerks 
of Ye Counseyl in King's Street 
Near ye axe yard in Westminster

Mr. Field goes on to say, "Shortly after the above letter 
was received by Nichols, the ship Coufi<lence sailed from 
Southampton for New England, an<l the following names oc­
<'urin the listofherpnssengers,4 <lated 14th of April 1638.­
Sarah Osgood of Hen-ell [Wherwell] spin.~te1· and four chil­
dren together ,vith William Osgood and William Jones, both 
chil<lren under 11 years of age, and Margery Packe, servant." 

"This Sarah wus un<loubtedly the wife of John Osgood; 
but why she is called spinster' in the list of passengers is not 
eu.:sily explained. Possil,ly it is a clerical errot·, or her husbunJ 
may have been a subsidy man, au<l consequently obliged to 
resort to some deceit to enable him and his family to secure 
pa@t-ages. Such pructices ,vere not uncommon at that period." 

"We next fi1i<l John Osgood's name among the persons who 
were a<lmitted freeman in Massachusetts 011 the 23d of May 
1639. S0011 after he settled in Andover, which place was so 
1mme<l by its first inhabitants from a11d of the principal towm1 
in Hampshire; in the vicinity of which li_e the two ·wallops 
an<l Wberwell. ').'he last named parish being less than 4 
miles distant from it."

JOHN OsoooD became an inhahitant of Haverhill, N. H., 
as early as 1795. He was a maker of the old style of high 
clocks which we1·e common in those days, many of which are 
still in use, be:u-ing his name. He was a member of the boar<l 
of trustees of Haverhill AcadP,my, and also served as towu 
treasurer and clerk for a number of years. He lived nt one 
time iu the west end of the hom;e where Mr. Nathaniel Bailey 
lived, afterwards iu the house owned and occupied by Dr.

ISAAC OsGooo, Esq., was a person of good education and 
Clerk of the Courts in Essex County from 1781 to 1794.

At the age of sixteen years, Hiram Putnam, after receiv­
ing a limited common-school eclucntion, und spending two 
yenrs in a country store, shi-pped befol'e the mast, on the ship 
Aurora, for Hamhurg and St. Petersburg. Jeremiah Pµtnum 
was master of the vessel and William Gray of Salem the 
owner. This was on the 28 .March, 1802. During the next 
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ten years, be sailed to the East Indies nn<l to Copcnhngen, 
Spain an<l other countries with which Salem had commercial: 
relations. In 1812 he commanded the ship China, belonging· 
to .Joseph Peabody of S:ilem. Hti retired from the sea in, 
1827 and, after two years of travel and observ11tion, settled 
in Syrncuse, where he immediately took an important part in 
the management of the town affairs, being for several years­
on· the Village honrcl of trustees and also its presi,lent. Dur­
ing the epi<lemic of Asiatic cholera in 1832, which raged with· 
fearful results in that locality, Captain Putnam WllS conspicu­
ous fi>r his courage and devotion. Having brnugbt with him 
capit:ll, he eng11ged in the salt btu,iness and later, with 
Thomas B. Fitch, E .. q., engaged in the ,vholesu.le and retail 
drug business from which he reti1·e<l in 18-!6. He wu.s 
prompt, sag1Lcious and enterpri:.ing, hononible and courteousr 
He was one of the incor1nratol."s of tbe Onond·Lg:~ Cc,. Bmk 
in 1830, and one of its directors, also a trustee of the Syracuse 
Savings Bank. Being a large owner of real estate, bis prop­
erty increased with the growth of the city, and at his death 
w11s quite large. The schools and charitable societies of 
Syracuse owe much to Cnr,tain Putnam, many of them their 
very being. He was trustee of every pt·ominent charity in 
the city, and held the position of state trustee of the asylum. 
He wns a strong Unitarinn, being the fi1·st to agitate the es­
tablishment of a church of that denominntion in Syracuse nnd 
a constant aid to the society. In politics Captain Putnam 
was an anti-slavery mnn, later a Republican. He was in­
terred at Oakwood by the side of his wife, his funeral being 
attended by a vast concourse of friends and representatives 
from assocfation1:1 with which ha had been connected.

I, Christopher Osgood of Ipswich, heing weake in body but 
of perfect 11nderstandi11ge & memory, doe committ my soule 
into the bands of my redeemer, & concerning that little estate 
the Lord hath Jent mee this is my last will and testnment. 

First, I do give unto my eldest daughter, Ma1·y-Osgood,

WILLI.AM OsGOOD, the youngest of the three emigr:mt Os­
goods, Christopher, John and William, was born 1609 anu 
came to this country in company with the family of the emi­
grant John in the ship Confidence, which saileu from South­
ampton, En~land, April 11, 1638. The family of John cou­
si.sted of wife Sarah and four children born in England. 

"William may have served as protector of John's· fiimily 11s 
the father was already in New England, judging of the couu­
try. The first mention of William in this country is that of 
his building a barn for John Spencer, of Newbury, in 16.40. 

John s-et.tled first in Newbury, and Willinm no douht h:td 
his home with John's family, as we have no account that he

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wns mnrrictl nt thnt time. He wns a millwright nntl cn.rpen­
ter. He :mu his nssociates, in prospecting the vn.lley of the 
:Merrimac for a plnce to locnte, hearing the sound of water­
falls at a distance, went in the direction of the sound and came 
to the falls on the Powow river, uot far from its junction with 
the :Merrimac. The place being favorable for mill sites he 
located there and l.rn ilt an<l owne<l the first mills in Salisbury, 
which long rct:tine<l the nn.me of Osgood's Mills. 

These mills were built where now stand the Salisbury fac­
tories. He was one of the propt·ietors of Salisbury, 1640, 
nnd hud a grant of land on each side of the Powow extending 
from its junction with the Merrimac back half n. mile, embrac­
ing n large pol'tion of the land on which stands the settlement 
of Salisbury anJ Amesbury Mills. This homestead farm con­
tained a idx-acre lot on Round Hill, in Salisbury, besides 
which he owned other trncts of lund. 

Hfa, wife's nnme was Elizabeth, which is all the account we 
have of her except what comes by the way of tradition. The 
story runs thus : After the tlecense of Elizu.hetb when the 
emigrant hnd become nged, there was a husking in the log 
house where William lived. In the course of the evening, 
ns the young people becume merry, cracking their jokes over 
the red ears of com, their merriment awtlkeued, in the age<l 
emigrant's mind, recollections of his eadier years. The 
old man who was in a pu.rt of the room by himself, in re­
sponse to their hilarity broke out in a sort of musical speech, 
"~ly wife wus Betty Cleer, and I loved her before I see her." 

The emigrant William die<l in 1700, at the advanced nge of 
91. At the time of this writing, there is no trace nor knowl­
edge of the place of his burial. 

·we quote the following from the N. E. Hist. Ge_n. Reg., 
Vol. x::m, p. 81: 

"I Lave received several communications from descencl:tnts 
of William Osgood, of Salisbury, Mails., who, itis said, built 
a bnrn u.t Newlmry, in 1640, for Mr. John Spencer, request­
ing infol'mation concerning his English ancestry, and I re­
gret that my investigations have uot enaLletl me to trace his 
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pnrentnge, etc., to my satisfuction. He coultl not have been 
the William Osgood, described us a 'child under 11 years of 
age,' who accompanied Sarah Osgood to England in the ship 
Uonfi<lence, in April, 1638, unless his age was accidentally or 
pmposely misstnted. 

He may possibly have been one of the persons of that name 
referred to in the following wills :-Ann Osgood of "\Yest 
,Y oo<lhay, Co. Berks, wido,v of Richard Osgood of same place, 
in her will dated May 16th , 17 J umes Ist ( 1620), appoints 
William O::;goo<l one of the overseers of it.

CAPT. CHASE OSGOOD, to use his own language, was a 
poor hoy, bound out till twenty-one, to learn the trade of 
shoemake1· un<l tanner. A clnuse in the will of "William Os­
good, his grandfather, rends thus: "I give to my grandson, 
Chase Osgood, the son o( my son Timothy Osgood deceased, 
five pounds in good bills of credit, in or as Old Tenor, to be 
paid by my executor one yenl' after my decease & my wife's.,, 
He marl"ied 22 Nov., 1750, l\fa1tha Tucker, of Salisl.mry,and 
continued his residence there till 1756; when, having pur­
<"hnsed a plu.cein Epping, N. H., he moved thither, ns did also 
his cousin Reuben, about the same time. Ilis wife Marthu 
died 1767, and he married, second, Shua.h Eastm1m, sister to 
Ebenezer Eastman one of the early settlers of GBmanton, 
N. H. She died 1776 and he munied, third, Phebe Stevens, 
of Exeter, N. H., who survived him. 

He sold his place in Epping, and bought the Col. ,Toseph 
Tilton fu.rm in Loudon, whither he removed in 1794 with his 
son Samuel and his minor children·, Sarah, Hannah, Olive, 
Edward and Betsey. Twenty-seven years of the morning of 
his life he spent in Salisbury, Mass., his native town; thirty­
eight years of the vigor of his manhood in Epping, N. H., 
where all his children but the two eldest were born, and 
twenty-three yenrs of the evening of his du.yin Loudon,N. H., 
where he died 10 Mar., 1817, at the advanced age of eighty­
eight years, and was interred in the Centre Burying Ground. 
His fune1'1ll sermon wns preached hy the nged and venerable 
father in the ministry Rev. Isaac Smith, of Gilmanton, 
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N. II. His wife Phebe in her last ye:m lived with her daugh­
ter Sarnh, in Lou<lon, and died there. 

In perso~ Captain Osgood was above the medium size with 
n broad, well-proportioned and vigorous form. 

Being depiived of the advantages of an education, he pur­
sned a business of manual labor through life. 

In the time of the Revolutionary "\Var, he was captain of 
a military company, and was generally known as Capt. Chase 
Osgood. He was naturally of a thoughtful, sedate turn, had 
much decision, a strong mind and was not easily swerved 
from his matured opinions. In religious sentiment he was a 
Congregationalist :md attended Rev. l\1r. Stearns' m~eting 
in Epping, N. H., and Rev. Mr. Tucker's, at Loudon, N. H. 
By his wife .Martha he had six sons; by his wife Shua.h, one 
son and three daughters, and by his wife Phebe, one son and 
four daughters. Of these fifteen children, the eight sons and 
six of the daughtcra were married and had families.

IRA OSGOOD was a school-teacher and farmer, pursuing the 
profession of teaching for fifteen years. He settled on the 
homestead form of his father in Loudon, N. H.; held various 
public offices, ~n town and county ; was many years one of 
the selectmen, representative, magistrate; and postmaster for 
forty years. He began his lu.bors on the ''Osgood Genealogy" 
about 1859. Previous to this date, nQ general record of the 
Osgood people had ever been made. A few individuals of 
the name recorded a few families of some particular branch, 
which is all that had been done in this direction. 

Although meeting with many obstacles autl hindrances in 
the work, he prosecuted it with much interest and assiduity, 
hoping to be able at some time to publish a register, giving 
a full genealogical account of the Osgood people of this 
country, as their lnrge number, usefulness, and honorable 
. standing as a family, entitled them to such a record. 

· The object of the compiler of the register was to furnish 
the Osgood people with the means of tracing their ancestors 
buck to the three emigmnts of the name, Christ~pher, Johu 
and William Osgood, and the descendants of any ancestor 
down to the present time, au<l to obtain a better knowledge 
of the great Osgood family of the country ; hut he passed 
away without being able to make a.II the families as complete 
as he desired.

JACOB OSGOOD resided on the homestead of his father in 
Warner, N. H., and WRS a farmer and prencber. He was the 
01iginator and leRder of a new sect denominnted after himse~f 
as Osgoodites. He was nntural1y honest-hearted and out­
spoken in his sentiments and hncl a great aversion to pride and 
ostentation. The traits of decision, determination, fearless-
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ness and perseverance were very fully developed in him. He 
had no fear of opponents and was very conscientious in the 
discharge of what he deemed his duty. He labored under 
some disadvantages through neglect of proper training in 
enrly life of his passions. 

There are many anecdotes of his eccentricities. In the 
time of the war of 1812, he was required to do militm-y duty; 
but, having conscientious objections to performing military 
service, he neglected to comply with the requirements. This 
resulted in his being tried before u. mngistrate and fined for 
non-appearance ; upon his refusal to pay the :fine he was 
lodged in Hopkinton jail. 

After lying in jitil some weeks, during which time his fol­
lowers often met outside the jail and prnyed and sang to 
comfort Jacob, and the1·e being no prohability that he would 
pay the :fine, the court directed the jailer to give him his 
liberty. 'When this was announced to him, Jacoh replied that 
as they had thrust him into jail against his will and conscience 
they must take him up and carry him out, and restore to him 
bis liberty of which they had deprived him. 

The jailer, perceiving that no terms could be mnde with 
Jacob but those he had proposed, called in severnl men to 
nssist in cnrrying him out, as be wns a large, benvy man of 
350 pounds. ,Jacob then started for bis home accorapnnied 
by his followers, wilb shouts and songs. 
· He bad a powerful and acute intellect which, if it bad been 

properly trained in youth, wonl<l have raised him to eminence. 
His lurge and pe1-fectly symmctticnl form, together with a. 

clear, deep-toned voice, gave him great command. He was, 
in fact, one of unture',; noblemen. He died in Wamer, 
N. H., 29 Nov., 1844. His widow died in 1888.
